Binay Pathak was surrounded by music from birth and began at age
four studying sitar, tabla, harmonium and voice. An established singer of classical raag and thumri,

Pt. Pathak, is also a composer who writes enchanting ghazals of a different [3avour, truly classical in
style. Arecognized harmonium soloist, he has accompanied well known Hindustani musicians such as
Pandit Bhimsen Joshi, Pandits Rajan and Sajan Mishra and Ustad Zakir Hussain. Pt. Pathak is an

artist with All India Radio and Television and an award winning music director in Indian Film and Television.
Pt. Pathak has been awarded the title Surmani.

The deep classical style of his gharana, a nuanced and complex style not widely heard, is a
distinctive aspect of Pt. Pathak!s concerts. His vast knowledge of raag, melliRuous voice, and vibrant vocal
agility brings his music alive in concert. Pt. Pathak!s kaleidoscopic musical genius, innovative style and
the dexterity with which he renders his compositions leaves his audience spell-bound.
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
